I'm not sure why Server feels the need to apologize for stating the 
obvious. Good physics is about establishing the basics (the proof
or disproof of the obvious) and then building on those basics. I think
every branch of science, math, philosophy, history, etc. does that.

You provided the perfect example when you mentioned Einstein's 
theory of relativity. Einstein started with an obvious concept - the
idea that there is no limit to how fast something can move - and
disproved it. He replaced it that concept with a different basic fact -
the idea that nothing can travel faster than the speed of light - and
invented a whole new branch of physics by exploring the implications
of this simple fact.

By asking us to revisit some things that we consider to be basic facts
Server has sparked a whole lot of interesting discussion and given
us an alternate paradigm to consider. I for one find that sort of stuff
to be a lot of fun. I hope we aren't monopolizing this boards time too
badly but I have faith that our moderator will prevent that from 
happening.
