In 2009 the FFF Casting Board of Governors authorized review of casting study material with an eye to revise the currently recommended study material. Formats include print & video.

As chairperson of this committee, I see some primary tasks-

1 Recommend to the CBOG eliminating some titles from the current list. This might be due to rarity, cost, poor content, wrong information, better source available, etc. 

2 Document passages and other content that runs counter to accepted casting standards (i.e. If author A advocates that everyone casts better with a 12-weight rod - there's a problem).

3 Provide options on prescribed content - Cost and time to prepare need not be unduly arduous, expensive, nor overly simplified. 

 4 Provide rationale for recommendations. Citations of passages that clarify reasons for a recommendation seem the minimum basis for change.

5 Pioneer a standard. The process of evaluating material critically must retain anonymity and be liberated from allegiance, prejudice and subjectivity to the maximum extent possible. As this formal undertaking is initiated, the methods adopted might serve for future committees.

6 Preserve continuity – The current list remains the starting point for this committee and final changes rest with the CBOG. As Master candidate preparation entails years, changing qualifications too frequently might undermine those whose study is underway.

The material to study flows according to availability, innovations, test changes, rod and line developments and other factors. Thus, evolutions of this work may endure for as long as casting instructor certification testing. 

A prescribed form must be used so that your input may be compiled in as neutral a manner as possible. Information submitted on the form will be held strictly confidential and your identity will be scrubbed from the submission. Please be objective and spare me from profanity, name calling, etc.  ONLY suggest material that you have read and are thoroughly familiar with. If you have a personal relationship with an author or principal in video production, refrain from plugging your personal or financial interests. Expect no commentary on your submission as the compiled data will be submitted to the CBOG.
