Topic:  Intro to Fly Fishing // Fly Fishing Tackle

Prerequisite

Knowledge of basic spin fishing and a willingness to learn fly fishing.

Objectives

After this lesson students will understand the difference between fly fishing and spin casting.  Students will become familiar with basic fly fishing tackle (rods, reels, lines, leaders, tippet, and flies)

Site Considerations 

Classroom with desks, chairs, dry erase or chalk board, TV, VCR, DVD player, 6-8’ table

Materials
· 8-9 foot fly rod for a five or six weight line, shorter lighter rods with smaller grips may be necessary for some students ) 
· Fly reels
· Fly Line
· Leaders
· Tippet
· Flies
· Spin fishing rig
· Lures, plugs, spoons, etc
Preliminary setup: 5 minutes 

Set out rod(s), Reels, lines, leaders, tippets, flies, spin fishing gear on 6-8’ table
Program Timeline:  20-25 minutes

· What is fly fishing?  How does it differ from spin/bait fishing?
· Where can you fly fish…everywhere.  Fly fishers target cold water, saltwater, warm water, and anadromous fish.
· For fly fishers learning and discovery never ends.
· Difference fly rods and spinning rods

· Difference between fly lines and mono spin fishing lines
· Function of leader
· Function of tippet
· Flies
